The Venue

This event is being held at FactoruM, an amazing venue comprised of 
sofas, outdoor seating, 35 gaming tables and a super friendly and 
welcoming staff.

There is free on-site parking. However, when the car park in front of the 
venue is full, customers must use the overflow car park at the entrance to 
the trading estate. You must not park on the grass, or at the front of other 
businesses on the estate!

Food

FactoruM is equipped with a kitchen capable of cooking all kinds of hot 
food, freshly prepared by their chef.

FactoruM serves Full English 
breakfasts and various hot baps, catering to different dietary preferences.

Tickets

There are 30 tickets available for this tournament. Tickets are priced at 
£20 per player. Ticket sales are non-refundable from 1 week before the 
event and ticket sales end on the list submission deadline date.

FactoruM Full Members

FactoruM Full Members are able to purchase their tickets for £15. Full 
Members must bring a valid membership ID with them to gain entry to the 
venue. Valid forms of ID include: A membership tag, dated for the date of 
the event, Military ID, Veterans ID, and Blue Light Cards.

Failure to bring membership ID will invalidate your ticket, unless you 
purchase a new membership from FactoruM on the day.

FactoruM charges Ginger Odin Miniature Wargaming for table hire for their 
events. This fee is waived for each player who is a “Friend of FactoruM” or 
Full Member.

Miniatures, Proxies and Painting

All proxies to models must be approved by the TO prior to the event. We 
are quire relaxed with rules on proxies. However, models must be on the 
correct base size and shapes. The models should clearly represent the 
intended models. If you have any proxies to approve, email pictures to

All models must be painted. Any model not painted, including dismounts, 
must be removed as casualties.  

Tables & Missions

We will be playing the rules from the Middle Earth Strategy Battle Game. All 
rules and model’s stats will be read from their respective rulebook, or the 
latest FAQ. 

Mission objectives will be revealed on the day of the event. Missions will be 
selected from the Matched Play book. 

Games will be played on 4ft x 4ft tables covered in a variety of terrain 
provided by FactoruM. Alex from Ginger Odin Miniature Wargaming is very 
passionate about Lord of The Rings and works hard to represent locations 
from Middle Earth. This will mean tables will have a mix of dense and sparse 
amounts of terrain. 

If a table is “unplayable” or “unfair”, players must speak to a TO who will 
assist. Every effort will be made to make every table have a balanced 
amount of terrain, regardless of which table edge players deploy on.



Creating Your Force

Players must make a legal 750 points list, using any units from the Army 
Books, and expansions. Legendary legions are allowed. Alliances are also 
allowed but must adhere to the rules set out in the Alliance Matrix. 

List Submission Deadline

The list submission deadline is Saturday night, 1 week before the event. 
All updates to rules after list submission will NOT be in use. 

Army lists must be submitted to Longshanks. 

The event on Longshanks is called The Salted Pork is Particularly Good 
GBHL 90 – A Ginger Odin Event

If you struggle to submit your list to Longshanks, you must email 
gingerodinminiaturewargaming@outlook.com with your name and list.

Important Things to Note

Your list must be legal up to the limit of 750 points.

Model proxies are allowed, but must be approved by the organiser, by 
emailing the above email address.

All FAQ updates and erratas released on the Saturday, a week before the 
event will be used. Lists already submitted before the updates, must be 
reuploaded to include the new rules and or points. Failure to do this may 
result in disqualification.

Alex’s Don’t Be an A**hole Rule

Warnings

Warnings can be given for the following. This is not an exhaustive list:

-Breaking the “Don’t be an a**hole rule”

-Arriving late to games.

-Submitting lists late, or not at all.

-Submitting illegal lists, or not playing with the list submitted. 

-Running over time for games. 

-Cheating (Repeatedly getting rules wrong, rolling the wrong dice, using 
weighted dice.

-Being disrespectful to the organiser, TO’s, players, or FactoruM staff.
